In
his later years he always planned one special thing to do or look forward to
each day. "Live to learn" he often said. Those around him learned a lot from
him. Eino was a member of the Finnish Messiah Lutheran Church and the
Kalavala Brotherhood. Eino is survived by his son, George; grandson, Brian;
granddaughter, Amy; daughter-in-law, Judy; granddaughter, Kathy C.; sister,
Martta Haataja of Oulu, Finland; and numerous nieces and nephews. An
open-to-all graveside service will be held Fri., Oct. 28, 2011 at 11:00 a.m. at
Northwood Park Cemetery, 16407 NE 15th Ave., Ridgefield, WA.
