There they raised five children and eventually
moved to the San Fernando Valley. Betty spent the first half of her "career" as
a mother and Registered Nurse in the Labor & Delivery Department at St.
Vincent's Hospital in Los Angeles. The second half of her career she was a
Head Nurse at what was then named the Jewish Home for the Aged in
Reseda, CA. Betty was known as saying that her career literally "moved from
the cradle to the grave". While raising her family and working, she was also a
PTA President, Girl Scout Leader, CCD teacher and Red Cross volunteer.
Betty and Buck retired to the Pacific Northwest in 1986. They left briefly to
work at a Girl Scout Camp in Southern California. They then moved back to
Vancouver, WA. Betty spent the next 30 years loving her family and in loving
prayer and service in the community as an Ombudsman. Betty and Buck have
11 grandchildren. Their first great-grandchild was born in May of this year.
