Mike was active at Grace & Glory Community
Church. He treasured the friendships made there. In 2007, Mike made the first
of four trips to India. It was there that he discovered his personal and spiritual
mission of saving babies from infanticide, an unfortunate but not uncommon
practice in India. Mike was a regular and generous supporter of Girl Baby
Home in Chennai, India. The little girls there knew Mike and Sharon as
Grandpa and Grandma. Mike is survived by his wife of 41 years, Sharon; son
